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Third Hoylake Local Food Fair

30st October 2011 10am to 2pm

We are holding the third Hoylake Local Food Fair at the usual venue on 30th October. This has proved to be a very popular event with stallholders reporting some of their best sales at any event. Several stalls sold out well before the close at the last two fairs. Our attendance is around 2500 visitors with the majority being local.

I attach an application form if you wish to be considered for a stall at this event. All stallholders should be producers and the details are on the application form. Our aim is to have as many unique local suppliers as possible with a maximum of 2 in any category.

There will be over 40 stalls available this time. Outside pitches are also available.

Early application is advised for this popular event.

The Venue:

Hoylake Community Centre, Hoyle Rd, Hoylake CH47 3AG

The Centre will be open from 8am for producers.

NOTE 

The Centre will be fully decorated for Halloween for this event which stallholders may wish to use as a theme!

Parking:

The Centre has good parking for all stallholders adjacent to the doors.

Access:

There is a ramp and wide doors at the end of the building closest to the promenade.

Arrival:

When you arrive please let us know at the table set up in the centre of the large hall.

Insurance and paperwork:

We must have a copy of your public and product liability (and employers’ liability if you bring paid help) before you set up your stall. Please, if you can, send this in advance - if you forget it on the day you won’t be able to set up. 

Similarly, you must submit proof that you are currently registered with Environmental Health and have a Food Hygiene Certificate where needed.

Stalls:

Pitches will be allocated before you arrive, and you must ask which is yours before you set up.

There will be ‘frontage’ of one 6ft table supplied for you. If you require something different this shouldn’t be a problem (within reason), but please could you let us know in advance, otherwise you might find you turn up and there’s no room to fit anything else in!

Let us know if you’d like another table behind you next to the wall. Feel free to stick up posters or banners on the walls

behind you, but please only use blue Blu-tack.

Produce:

Please only sell produce described in your application form, in order to protect other producers. If you do want to bring anything extra or different, just drop me an email in advance. I’m sorry, but we will check and ask you to remove any produce that hasn’t been agreed on in advance.

Cost:

The building has two halls on the ground floor and a number of rooms on the first floor. The first floor rooms were well attended at the last fair and there will be a Patissier presenting cookery demonstrations there. These were filled to capacity on previous fairs ensuring good footfall.

Stalls are available on both floors although those requiring chillers etc will be accommodated on the ground floor where possible as there is no lift in the building.

Ground floor  
£25 for a standard pitch (£30 if you require electricity)

First floor
£20 for a standard pitch (£25 if you require electricity)

The Parade, Hoylake Community Centre is a registered charity. Donations of goods (no more than £5 value) would be appreciated for a raffle for fundraising.
